· Demonstrated experience in financial management

· Ability to work collaboratively in teams and in a close creative partnership

· Ability to thrive under pressure

· Ability to think creatively and troubleshoot

· Attended Electrofringe and have an understanding of the nature of This Is Not Art

· Knowledge of the national and international electronic arts landscape 

· Awareness of emerging practices and artists operating "beneath the radar"

· Previous experience with event organisation, irrespective of scale

· Commitment to building communities and networks

· Experience in writing and acquitting grants

· Skills in fundraising and developing sponsorship opportunities

It would also be an advantage to have other specialist skills that may be utilised in the role (eg desktop, online or DVD publishing design or production; computer or audiovisual technical expertise; copywriting, marketing or anything else you can think of).
Please Note

The role is for 2 years and appointments are staggered. At the end of 2010, the successful candidate will then appoint a new co-producer to work with them for 2011 and on to 2012.

The position requires frequent trips to Newcastle for This Is Not Art planning meetings, to build networks with local businesses and groups, scout locations, and liaise with curators, managers and technical staff. Face to face meetings with the current Creative Co-Producer are also a requirement. As the current Creative Co-Producer is based in Sydney, preference will be given to applicants from the Sydney / Newcastle region.

Further Information About Electrofringe

The Electrofringe festival showcases digital, electronic and media arts with a particular emphasis on emergent forms and techniques, focusing on encouraging interaction between emerging and professional practitioners, Electrofringe aims to create an open environment of exchange and peer-to-peer mentoring. Presenting workshops, panel discussions, installations, exhibitions, screenings and performances, the festival brings together artists, musicians, media makers, technicians, scientists, academics, cultural commentators, critics and enthusiasts working with a broad range of media.

Electrofringe is part of This Is Not Art – Australia’s largest annual gathering of young media makers, musicians, artists, writers and commentators. This is Not Art is run by the Octapod Association and comprises a series of simultaneous festivals including Sound Summit, the National Young Writers Festival, Critical Animals and Crack Theatre Festival. This is Not Art occurs annually for 5 days over the October long-weekend in Newcastle, NSW.

Electrofringe Ltd is a not-for-profit Australian Company Limited by guarantee. Electrofringe is governed by a Board of Directors. The Co-Producers report to and work closely with the Board and are required to attend all Board meetings during the year. As well as governing the organisation the Board’s role is designed to support the Co-Producers with mentoring and specialist skills.

Electrofringe is a volunteer run organisation. Co-Producers will receive an honorary fee for the role, however the amount represents a small fraction of the time, energy and hard work required to make Electrofringe possible.

Electrofringe operates in a flexible and mobile manner, with no set hours or days (apart from meetings and deadlines) and communication occurring through face to face meetings and via electronic media (email, Skype etc).
